Readers Use Tricky-Word Strategies to Read Our Books By:

· Thinking about what we know about the topic to help us read the tricky word

· Thinking about what is happening in the story to help us guess at a tricky word

· Cross-checking our guesses with the first few letters of our word

· Making sure we try to figure out what our tricky words mean 

· Looking for chunks or word parts that we know to try to read longer words

· Starting with the vowel and the letters to follow
